AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE 7-6-7 RESTRICTING THE NUMBER OF DOGS ALLOWED PER HOUSEHOLD WITHIN THE CITY LIMITS OF LEOLA.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MUNICIPALITY OF THE CITY OF LEOLA, MCPHERSON COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA.

Restriction on the number of dogs allowed.  It shall be unlawful for any person, firm, or entity to possess more than two (2) dogs per household, unless said person, firm, or entity receives a permit from the City authorizing said person, firm, or entity to engage in the business of raising dogs for resale.  A permit shall only be granted by the City upon a showing that such business will not create excessive noise, odors, or detriment to the community.
