placed within the corporate city limits of Leola, either temporarily or permanently, without being located in a mobile home park, shall be subject to the following requirements, including all other mobile home requirements as are specified in the municipal code of the City of Leola.  

A. Each mobile home must have an assessed valuation of at least $20,000 as determined by the McPherson County Assessor’s Office.  Said assessment must be obtained within 30 days of the mobile home being located within the corporate city limits; and

B. Each mobile home shall comply with the following:

1.
The running gear and hitch shall be removed.

2.
Has been anchored to a permanent footing and foundation.

3
The footing to be a minimum of eight inches thick by sixteen inches wide poured concrete with top of footing to be sixteen inches below grade (if a permanent structure).

4.
The foundation shall be eight inches poured concrete or concrete block (if a permanent structure).

5.
Prior to placement of home on the foundation the mobile home must be inspected and approved by the city zoning officer.

6.
Skirting (type of skirting must be approved by the City Council prior to placement) shall be placed around the mobile home.

C. Only one (1) mobile home unit is allowed per 7,000 square feet of lot; and

D. Any mobile home more than ten (10) years of age from the date of manufacture shall not be allowed, unless a special permit is granted by the City of Leola; and

E. Only one (1) mobile home unit shall be allowed on a lot or adjoining lots owned by the same individual or entity, unless a special permit is granted by the City of Leola.

Grandfather Clause.
